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Student Sports Grants

Supported by the Hermes Fund and the Vickerstaff Sports Bursary Scheme

Background

The College launched the Sports Bursary Scheme, recently renamed the Vickerstaff Sports Bursary Scheme, in November 2009.  This has the aim of raising money tax-efficiently from former sporting alumni to support the College’s current sportsmen and sportswomen.  The specific object of the Scheme is to increase participation in, and the standard of, sport in Selwyn.  The Scheme runs alongside the Hermes Club Sports Grant scheme, which has been in existence for some time (but to which donors cannot make tax-efficient gifts, as the Hermes Club does not have charitable status). Both schemes have the full support of the College, the Hermes Club and the Sirens’ Club.

Grants will be given to support a variety of sport-related activities including travel, training, purchase of kit and coaching.  In distributing grants, priority will be given in no particular order to the following:

· Those requiring assistance competing at University or national level;

· Those with Blues or Half-Blues to further participation in their nominated sport;

· Those who are active participants in College sport to further their involvement and improve their ability.

Both men’s and women’s sport will be supported at team and individual level.

Due to the existence of the Permanent Henley Fund, the Scheme will only be used to support the Boat Club on an exceptional basis.  Individual rowers who qualify under the terms above are welcome to apply.

It cannot be guaranteed that all applications will be successful.  If a grant is declined, a reason will be provided.  The eventual size of the grant will be dependent on a range of criteria, including the information supplied and the funds available.  Bursaries will either be awarded in the form of a cheque issued by the end of the term in which the application is made, or by way of a deduction from the termly bill.

Applications procedure 

1. Collect an application form from the Porters’ Lodge or by downloading from the College website (www.sel.cam.ac.uk/students/GrantApplicationForm.doc).

2. Fill in the form, giving as much detail as possible and enclosing receipts.

3. Deliver the form to your Tutor, who should be asked to sign and return the form to you.
