AN INTRODUCTION TO THIS SERVICE

The season of Advent is a time of preparation for the coming of Christ, a
season of penitence and expectation.

During the Advent Sunday Procession, the Choir processes from West to
East, from darkness into light —a movement symbolising the journey of God’s
faithful people.

The readings from the Old Testament reflect the darkness and despair of
Israel and their longing for redemption. The Prophets’ predictions of the
coming of the Messiah reveal the first signs of the one true Light. In the New
Testament readings, the hopes of God’s people are realised.

The Great ‘O’ Antiphons have been in constant Christian use since the eighth
century. They are a collage of Old Testament “types’ of Jesus, which express
the human desire and longing for God. This desire was fulfilled on the night
in Bethlehem when Emmanuel —God with us—was born. The Antiphons are
gathered together in the hymn ‘O come, O come, Emmanuel’.

With thanks to all who have worked to prepare music for this service,
to all readers, wardens, and camera operators.

FIFTH LESSON MATTHEW 1: 18-23
The birth of the Messiah

Now the birth of Jesus the Messiah took place in this way. When his mother
Mary had been engaged to Joseph, but before they lived together, she was
found to be with child from the Holy Spirit. Her husband Joseph, being a
righteous man and unwilling to expose her to public disgrace, planned to
dismiss her quietly. But just when he had resolved to do this, an angel of the
Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, “Joseph, son of David, do not be
afraid to take Mary as your wife, for the child conceived in her is from the
Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and you are to name him Jesus, for he will
save his people from their sins.”
